3. Which word from the text means searching? (1 mark) 

4. Describe the contrast between how Dumbledore gets out his Put-Outer and 

how he puts it away again. (2 marks) 

5. ‘The sight of the cat seemed to amuse him’. Which other word tells us that 

he is amused? (1 mark) 

6. ‘His blue eyes were light, bright and sparkling’, what does this suggest about 

Dumbledore’s character? (2 marks) 

7. ‘…everything from his name to his boots was unwelcome.’ Using your 

knowledge of yesterday’s text, why is Dumbledore unwelcome here? (2 

marks) 

8. Find an onomatopoeia. (1 mark) 

9. How do you think the residents of Privet Drive would react if they saw Albus 

Dumbledore? Use evidence from the text to support your answer. (3 marks)
