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Question 1 - This question s asking for your child fo identify he words which use an
apostrophe for possession. Singular possession is when an aposirophe is used o show that
something belongs fo someone or something, for example: the boy's football: the bus's
‘wheel. They may need fo know that plural possession is shown by sing an apositophe
affer the s of the plural noun, for example: the feachers’ books. This s used when
something belongs fo a plural noun: a group of things or people.

Some of the questions may have two words that should be circled, for example: A. bus's,
diver's. The final fwo sentences have one example each: 8. hamster's; C. gits'.

Question 2~ Inthis question, your child wilread Siobhan's sentence and then read her
statement about what she has written. Your child will then idenfify whether Siobhan's
sentence includes an apastrophe for plural possession (see quesfion 1 for an example]
and an apostrophe for contraction.
